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Submission of Manuscripts
Manuscripts should conform strictly to the style guidelines specified in Chapters 1-3 of
the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association, 4th edition (1994),
with minor modifications for Australasian usage. In particular, all direct and indirect ref-
erences to the author(s) should be scrupulously eliminated. All cited works by one or
more of the authors should be referred to as Author followed by the date of publication,
and these works omitted from the reference list but included on a separate sheet.

Manuscripts should be prepared in the approximate format used by this Journal, with
tables and figures incorporated into the text. Authors of manuscripts accepted for publi-
cation will be asked to edit their papers to more precise formatting specifications. The pre-
cise specifications may also be obtained in advance by contacting the Editors.

All manuscripts and editorial correspondence should be sent to the Editors. Manuscripts
should be sent as e-mail attachments to <g.stillman@mailbox.gu.edu.au>. If ‘this is not
possible, authors may send 5 hard copies accompanied by a disk copy preferably in Word
to Gloria Stillman, School of Education and Professional Studies, Faculty of Education,
Gold Coast Campus, Griffith University, PMB 50 Gold Coast Mail Centre, QLD, Australia
9726. Hard copies should be printed in 12 pt font with 1.5 lines spacing and wide margins.
The first page should include the title and an abstract of up to 200 words. Authors’ names,
affiliations and addresses should be included in a covering letter or message. Papers
(including references and appendices) are not to exceed 14 A4 pages. Authors should also
certify that the manuscript has not been submitted for review by any other journal. Only
_ papers that differ substantially from previously published work should be submitted.

The Review Process
Each manuscript is handled by one of the Editors. The manuscript is reviewed blind by
“one member of the Editorial Board and two other referees. Working from the referees’
reports, the Editors then jointly decide whether to publish the manuscript. They may
require the authors of accepted papers to make specific revisions, and they may suggest
to authors of rejected papers general revisions which might make them publishable. All
authors receive copies of the referees’ reports.
